CORTON JUNIORS /PARENT/GUARDIAN CODE OF CONDUCT


Minimum age for entry to Corton Juniors is 6yrs to 16 years.  All Junior Members must have paid membership beforehand.
1. All handlers and dogs must pass an assessment before they can be accepted on a training course.

2. Parents/Guardian for each Junior Member must complete an indemnity form and attendance and participation is at each members own risk.

3. Training fees must be paid in advance for each set of training sessions at a cost of £30 for 10 sessions.

4. Training will commence at 6pm on the days stipulated and ALL members must arrive by 6pm for admittance to the site and to help in the set up of the group’s equipment.  Parents/Guardians and Members should only move the equipment into the indoor school under the supervision of trainers or assistants.

5. All dogs must remain contained safely and securely in cars or cages until such time as instructed to bring them into the indoor training school by the Trainer(s). Only dogs entered on the training course are allowed to participate, if you bring any other dog(s) to the training venue they remain in your vehicle and remain quite and not cause any disturbance.
6. Parents/Guardians and Junior Members must clear up after their dog(s) at all times and waste taken home for disposal.

7. Parents/Guardians must remain in the presence of their child whilst being trained and remain in control of their child and dogs behaviour AT ALL TIMES.  All children and dogs must walk ONLY to and from the indoor training school, car parking area, toilets and equipment barn quietly.  At NO TIME will dogs or children be allowed to run or have access to the following areas: The stable yard, barns and other buildings on the farm (which are totally out of bounds to all members). 
8. Whilst at Corton Manor, or any other site where the Club is holding an organised event, parents/guardians must supervise their children and be responsible for the control of their dog(s) AT ALL TIMES.  All dogs must be on leads at all times unless in the training school or under the Trainers instruction.

9. Unless otherwise directed by the Trainer(s) in charge, no other dog may be off the lead or using equipment at the same time as another dog.

10. A dog and its handler will be immediately refused access to the groups training sessions and are requested not to bring any dog if any of the following below apply.  The dog is; 

A.
Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease. 

B. 
Interfering with the safe running of the groups training sessions.

C. 
Of such temperament or so much out of control as to be a danger to itself or any other animal or person. 

D.
Likely to be caused suffering if it continues to take part in training. 

E. 
A bitch in season. 

F. 
If the owner/handler carries out any punitive correction or harsh handling at any time within the boundaries of the training group.

11. All members/parents/guardians are to be courteous and respectful to other members of the group and their dogs and to that of our hosts at Corton Manor.  Negative and deconstructive comments regarding any other members of the group or their dog(s) is strongly discouraged. If you wish to bring any other visitors to the training session to watch Corton’s Code of Conduct will apply to these persons also. Parents/Guardians are only attending as spectators, we would ask you to remain quiet and do not interact or disturb the class unless asked to by the trainer. Please inform the trainer in advance if you will be bringing extra persons to the training session.

12. Any Junior Member or Parent not adhering to the code of conduct will be asked to leave the venue immediately and no refunds will be given.

13. Cancellation of training - if training has to be cancelled all members will be informed by phone no later them 4pm on the day of training and training will be extended by one week to cover the loss of any such cancelled training. 
As Parent/Guardian and Junior Member we hereby agree to the above code of conduct as a member of the Corton Agility Training Society and to abide by the rules set out for us to follow as a Kennel Club Regulated Club.  We understand that breach of these codes of conduct or that of the K.C. will mean risking being asked to leave the Club.
